Physiotherapist 
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Picture Exchange Communication System (PECS) is a form of augmentative and alternative communication. 
It is commonly used as an aid in communication for children with special needs. The system is found to be 
particularly helpful for children with limited communication intention or limited speech.  

We currently have 19 students using PECS in our school; mostly primary students. In order to maximize our 
use of PECS and to improve staff skills, Jockey Club Sarah Roe School, joined by the Child Development 
Centre invited Sophie Kerr, an experienced PECS consultant from Australia, to do a 2-day consultation on 
the use of PECS in our school. The Child Development Centre included a psychologist, speech and language 
therapists, teachers and educational assistants. Sophie’s feedback was very positive; particularly in regards 
to the way PECS is being used across different activities and is being built into lessons. She was able to 
offer us guidance on how to improve our individual skills and overall school implementation. Team 
members from the Child Development Centre were also pleased to have an opportunity to share good 
practice.

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Integration Opportunities 

Since the institution of the IDEA and its re-authorization in 2004, special needs students have been given 
more opportunities to experience learning in mainstream classrooms. This year, JCSRS students have had 
numerous opportunities to integrate into mainstream classrooms and the vocational training centre. 

Primary Section  

In the Spring Term, the Primary Students have had a variety of new integration experiences with several 
ESF schools in the community.  The integration experience provides an opportunity for our students to 
further expand their social skills by interacting with mainstream students.   

This term, through the introduction of the Adopt-a-Book Campaign, we started a relationship with the 
students at Clearwater Bay School.  The Student Council at CWBS have been to Sarah Roe to read to our 
students in the library as well as spending the afternoon walking with our students during our Walk-a-thon 
in Health Week.  We are currently in the process of planning a third visit for Term 3.  This next opportunity 
will find our students visiting the Clearwater Bay School campus for a day with their students.  In addition, 
we have another exchange at the Japanese International School in Tai Po for a day of fun activities planned 
by the JIS students on Tuesday, 12 April. 

Over the last months, several of our higher functioning students have had weekly integration sessions with 
Beacon Hill School and Kowloon Junior School.  At Beacon Hill, 3 Class B students have spent sessions 
two days a week in music, PE, lunch, and structured play sessions.  At Kowloon Junior, two Class D 
students have spent time interacting with students during a 30 minute play time.  In Term 3, two Class B 
students will begin once a week integration sessions at The Peak School.  The sessions at these schools have 
helped our students become familiar with the mainstream classroom structure, whilst developing their social 
skills with others as well.
